Anudas hails from a family rooted in Kollam. His father, Devadasan Pillai, worked abroad, while
his mother, Padma Devi, was a homemaker. His only sister, Anuja Das, is now settled in Muscat
with her family.

He completed his
schooling up to fourth grade at Vimala Central School, Chathannoor, and from fifth to plus two at
Sreeniketan Central School, Chathannoor. A bright student, he excelled academically and
secured the first rank in his school in the CBSE Class 10 examination. He was also a regular
winner in school quiz competitions.

After completing his higher secondary education, Anudas pursued his long-cherished dream of
joining the Indian Navy.
